Physicist Prof. Satyendra Nath Bose, born on
fanuary 1, ',894 in Calcutta was a

multidimensionsal personality and well known
for Bose-Einstein Condensate, a dense collection
of bosons-identical particles with integer spin
that were named after Bose. Bose derived
PIanck's clLtantum radiation Iaw without
ref-erring classical physics by using a novel way
of counting states with identical particles. In
addition to his seminal contribution in the field
of theoretical quantum statistics, he did a lot of
work in the field of X-raiy and Cyrstallography.
The life of Prof. Satyendra Nath Bose makes
profbund staternents about the role of teaching
and research in the development of science and
the intimate relation between theory and
experiment in the complete understanding of
natural phenomena.

The Indian government honored Bose in 1.954
with tlre title 'Padma Vibhushan', one of the
highest civilian award in India. Bose also became
an adviser to the Council of Scientific and
Industrial Research, as well as the President of
the Indian Physical Society and the National
Institute of Science. He also presided the Indian
Science Congress and became the president of
the Indian Statistical Institute. In 1958, he was a
Fellow ofthe Royal Society.
